Host a 101-item drive (101 coats, 101 Bibles, etc.).

Commit to 101 days of prayer for the Mission. 
Organize a church-wide volunteer day.​
Adopt a Mission program (Camp, Car Ministry, New Life Program). 
Host a fundraising concert or dinner. 
Encourage youth groups to volunteer. 
Invite Mission staff to speak on a Sunday. 
Take a special offering for the Mission’s 101st year.​
Share Mission stories during church services.​
Include Mission updates in church bulletins. 
Organize a Bible drive for residents. 
Offer pastoral counseling or chaplain support. 
Create a youth mentorship program linked to the Mission. 
Support holiday outreach programs. 
Challenge members to volunteer 101 hours. 
Sponsor children’s programs through VBS giving.​
Offer your church space for Mission gatherings. 
Lead prayer chains focused on Mission needs.​
Dedicate a Sunday to Mission Initiatives.
