+ Screening process includes an

application, references, and interview.
Training is required for all positions.

- Volunteer staff are given 2 hours off

per day.

+ Minimum age requirements:

* 16 years old: Assistant positions at
Big Camp and Big Siblings at
Tot Lot

- 18 years old: Leader positions

- 21 years old: Supervisor positions
